don’t know what to do. Do you have any tips for finishing the year on a high note?

School Still in Session  

 

Dear School Still in Session , 

It is normal for students to start getting restless at the end of the school year. However, this isn’t 

an excuse for them to avoid doing any work at all. It is still important for students to continue a 

regular homework routine and go to school every day. Here are a few tips to encourage your child to 

end his year on a high note: 

 Stick to the routine. With the weather getting warmer and the days getting longer, it’s 

easy to forget about routines. Stick to your child’s regular bedtime. It will help him get a 

good night’s rest and be ready to focus in class the next day. You can also help your child 

develop responsibility and perseverance by reminding them that good learners do what 

they need to do until the job is done.  

 Continue to turn in all assignments on time. Remind your child to turn in all of his 

homework and projects on time. Getting even one or two zeroes could really hurt his final 

grade. Also, have your child check Headmaster to see if they have completed and turned 

in all of their assignments for the trimester.  

 Encourage him to go to after school tutoring. If your child is struggling in any of his 

subjects, have him stay after school on the teacher’s assigned help day. Even if he is not 

struggling, it would still be a good idea for him to go to these sessions for extra review 

for the upcoming final exams.  

 Lead by example. If your child hears you talking about how you wish it was summer and 

can’t wait for school to be over, they are less likely to put in the effort needed to finish 

strong. Avoid speaking negatively about school and homework in front of your child. 

Instead, encourage him to put forth his best and continue to set aside time to complete 

homework and prioritize school attendance. By having a positive attitude about school, you 

can help your child finish strong.
